Treatment Rule:

· To treat and speak to others with consideration and respect.

· To show a positive attitude towards myself and others.
Safety Rule:

· To act and play safely with equipment, around places, and with other people.

· To stay within the school grounds and be where I am supposed to be.
Movement Rule:

· To move around places/areas responsibly which does not interfere with other  people, and to move in a way which keeps me and other people safe.

Communication Rule:

· To talk in a positive way towards others, and to listen when others are speaking.

Problem Solving:

· To try and sort out a problem if I have one, in a sensible way, and if I can’t, I will ask for help, so I can work it out in a sensible way.

Learning Rule:

· To work to the best of my ability, put my best effort into everything, and not to interfere with others learning.

Rewards for Positive Choices

· I will be entitled to my break times with others.

· I will be involved in class free time activities.

· Involvement in all class prize draws.

· I will be fully involved in all class/school activities.
Consequences for Unwise Choices

(Consequence depends on Offence)

· Warning

· Loss of privileges/rewards.

· Made  to work on my own.

· My “Freetime” will be wasted if I waste others time.

· Removal from class for a specific amount of time.

· Parents contacted (note or rung).
Dear Parents/Caregivers,

Attached is the Behaviour Plan for Room 1 (schoolwide) which all children are required to follow.

The main part of the Behaviour Plan is for the children to take responsibility for their own learning and behaviour, and this is based on them making positive choices.

They have the power to make positive and negative choices. I will be emphasising the focus on them to make positive choices which are the right thing to do.

Depending on the situation, these will be discussed with the child/children involved and the class.

By the children taking responsibility for their own learning and behaviour, then hopefully this will flow through to the essential skills that they will use throughout their life. Some people call these Values.

Working together and looking after each other as well as themselves is also a focus, as is being able to remove themselves from a situation where they know it is to their benefit to do so.

I am sending a copy of these home so there is consistency between home and school when it comes to these matters.

There may be changes to these as the year progresses, and this will usually be based on the needs of the children and circumstances which arise.

As with us all, children will make mistakes, but it is their choice as to whether they learn from these or not. The decision to make these choices is theirs. I will attempt to give them the opportunities to promote positive choices.

Please be reassured, that if I need to get in contact with you in relation to this, then I will do so. This will depend on the degree of the offence.

Of course, physical harm, property damage and constant disobedience will be dealt with firmly.

As is always, if you would like to get in touch with me to discuss a matter, then please feel free to do so.

By keeping these lines of communication open between home and school, then hopefully not only can we support your child in giving them the necessary strategies and life long skills to allow them the best opportunities and chances in life, but also to ensure that xxxxxx School is a safe and great place to be.

By doing these, hopefully this will help to assist your child to be the best they can be.
