for Senior Students (Mark 1)                  
Option A – ‘What’s Happening?’
· Choose at least one current event. This may include a current event from one or both of the following media-Newspaper, Television and/or an actual event that you went to.
· List what newspaper/tv programme etc your item character came from. Remember to include the year and date of publication/month and year the programme screened etc.
· Each current event must have the article attached (unless it is an event you went to).
· [image: image1.wmf]The review must be in your own words, and NOT simply copied from the article. 

· Be creative.

· Each Current event MUST have the following

· Title.
· What was the location/where it happened/town?

· Classification and/or Genre.
· Letter Search (try for at least 5)

· Who were the people that this affected (list all) AND how the people were affected.
· What is it about? This needs to be deeper in meaning and you need to give a full account of the article. It will include such things as Who, What, Where, How, When, Why etc.

· You opinion/view about the article. You MUST justify your answer (you need to say why you stated your answer).

· Illustration/Sketch (if appropriate). 
Boarder this Option in the form of a T.V, Newspaper, or with a theme based on the event.



Option B – ‘My Turn’
· You need to choose a topic which interests you and do a mini study on it. This will include such things as:

· Explanation of why you chose this topic INCLUDING justification for your answer.

· Illustration/s.
· Interesting facts.

· Background information of the person/people related to your topic.

· Make up your own Letter Search (with answers), like the ones that you use to have for homework. You have to have at least 8.

· Be Creative and make it interesting, informative and visually stimulating.
· Border your work using the theme of the topic you have chosen.
Option C – ‘Where in the World/N.Z?’

Your task is to do a mini study on a New Zealand town/city/

province and/or a country in the world.
You need to include at least the following:

· Climate.
· Landmarks of the area.
· Location.
· Currency (including a sketch/picture of the currency).
· Pro’s and Con’s about the area/place.
· Capital of the country and/or main place of the town.
· National or Provisional flag.
· List any major historic events which have happened in the 

   past (e.g Napier+earthquake)
· National Anthem (if applicable).
· Language spoken (if applicable).
· Foods of the country/area (if applicable).
· Sketch of where in the world/country/area.
· Make up your own Letter Search (with answers), like the ones that you used to have for homework. You have to have at least 8.

· Neighbouring country/towns/cities.

· Other special features (if applicable).
· You need to justify why you chose this town/city/country for this Option. Remember not to just give a superficial answer (back up your reasoning).
You can illustrate/border such things as landmarks of the area, flags, an activity, currency, food etc.
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[image: image7.wmf]Option D – ‘I have the Power!’
You have the power to make a particular change or changes in a particular area. This may include something to do with home, school, town, another part of society, government, laws etc. You are basically making a choice of something in the world today, and making a change to it. This may be fantasy or factual. However, both must be justified, and you cannot simply make a change because you feel like it. 
You must have the following in your explanation/report:

· An introduction of the change you want to change.
· A synopsis of the current position/law.
· A justification of why you want to change it.

· A list of what you want to change it to.
· Who is this going to affect? (both pros and cons).
· Will the ramifications (the effects) benefit people more than they presently do? You have to list these and justify/argue why it would be better to change this, and the effects on the people.

· What would the cost for the change be? You do not have to give a price but you do have to list things which will cost money to change as a result of your change.

· An opinion of your changes by another person (you just need to write what they thought of your change)

· A closing statement. This will include whether after the above points, you still agree that the change would be for the better or not. Say why.

· Include illustrations of aspects of your change.
You can illustrate/border your work/page based on aspects of your proposed change/s.

Your task is to invent your own community/world. It can be underground, underwater, in space, be based on putting a number of places into one, in the sky, an invisible place or anything along those lines. It is up to your imagination as to what your alien and/or mystical place is. 

You need to have at least the following:
· Title of your community/world/town/place
· Description of how to get there from our world/place

· Description and illustration of the inhabitants (people/aliens)

· Illustration of what forms they use as money

· Illustration of the national flag of your kingdom/place

· Description and illustration of favourite food/s and drink/s

· Description of weather conditions/climate

· Description and illustration of one of the homes/places they live

· Transport

· Geography/landscape

· At least 2 animals/mammals-Illustration and name of each. You may like to give a general description of these( the italic writing is optional)
· Inhabitant Biography. This would include general things, including special/strange characteristics of the people/aliens. You may like to do it like an I.D card/passport.
· Write at least 5 sentences which give a general overall description of what your wild imagination has come up with.
· You may like to include other things and make up other characteristics of your place (optional).
Boarder this Option in the form that is related to this topic/theme you have done.
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Option F – “I Think!”
Your task is to do at least 2 reviews. They can both be from the same thing (like 2 different programmes), or they can be from different medias (like one from the T.V and the other from a book). You can use any media at all (such as: T.V, Video, DVD, Video games, Computer programmes, An actual event that you went to, Books, Magazines, Comics etc). Each one has to have at least the following in each review. You can do more if you wish. Be creative. 
· Genre (what media did it come from. E.g, TV, Computer Game etc).
· Title of your Review/Name of what you are reviewing.
· Introduction-Explanation of why you chose to do a review on this.
· Body-What is it all about?
· Pros and Cons (Good and Bad points).
· Changes you would make if you wanted to make changes (what would you do differently and why?). Try to list at least 2 (either good, bad or good and bad points).
· Who is it suitable for (Boys, Girls, Men, Women, Ages)?
· Illustrations/Cartoon of aspects of your review (it may be of one or more people, characters, places, things). Remember to include labels.
· [image: image12.wmf][image: image13.wmf]If you could send a letter or e-mail to the person concerned with the thing you have just reviewed, what would you say. Remember that you need to also give a reason. You only need to say one thing. Make sure you give a reason/justification.
             Boarder this Option in the form that it is related to your reviews.

Your task is to write an essay on a topic that interests you. You may decide to do it on a topic of interest, on something that you feel strongly about, about something that has happened to you or someone you know, or in relation to something that is happening in the country/world. You need to have at least the following:
· Introduction.
· Body/Argument.
· Conclusion.
· Bibliography (listing the names of the books, people etc that you got some of the information/facts from).
· [image: image16.wmf]The word limit is 300 words. Generally, get use to trying not to go either under or over 10% of the limit (not under 270 words, or over 330 words). If you want to go over this limit, then ask me.
· Editing of your work is a big focus in this Option. You will be marked down for silly mistakes, so remember to check it for sense and spelling.

· Alternatively, you can choose to do the essay on either a story/novel, either imaginary or factual. The same above Word Count, Bibliography and Editing criteria will also apply to this. 
· You will also need to give your story a front page, which will include the title, author and illustration.
· If you want to publish a good copy of this either by hand, or on computer (with clip art or your own illustration), you will be allowed class time to do this. If you want to do this on your own computer, that is fine. However, make sure that you save your work. You will also need to include publishing and author synopsis/details. Whether you decide to publish your work, is optional (you decide).
