Option A – ‘ I Can’t Find It! ’
Newspaper Sections
· Choose 2 sections of a newspaper. Which two you decide on is up to you. Remember to include the name of the newspaper and the date of publication.
· Your job is to re-create these sections in your book with an explanation (and examples) about what those sections are for.

· You must have a ‘front page’ in addition to the above. You can choose to either call it the name of the paper that you are using, or you can give the newspaper your own name. 
· As with a real newspaper, editing of your work is important, as is such things as making headings stand out etc.
· Your study must contain the following (remember not to be superficial in your explanations):
· [image: image1.wmf]Front Page
· Remember to include such things as; name of paper, price, date, borders etc. Try and make it look similar to a real newspaper.
· You also need to have a section on your main page which states what two articles you have chosen to do in addition to the main page. Include page numbers too. 
· A couple of your own adverts. These can be real or made up.
· An explanation of what the purpose of the front page is for, including what are the things that are more likely to be put onto the front page rather than on other pages in a newspaper.
· Your own story/article. This can either be one from a real newspaper (but must be in your own words) or your own article. Remember the who, why, where, when, what, how answers. The article must be at least 8 sentences long. Make sure you include the heading and your opinion (including reason).
· [image: image2.wmf]Sections 1 and 2. The following must be done for each section. That is you will have 2 sections with the following in each section.
· Put in the heading of the section.
· If you are doing something from the classifieds, you need to include at least 5 adverts. These can be real ones or made up, or a combination of both. However, if they are made up, at least 3 of them must be realistic. You can have fun with the other 2+.

· An explanation of what the purpose of the section is for. This explanation must be at least 3 sentences long. You can chose to do this as just as an explanation, or you can write it into an article/ advert etc.
· Illustration/Sketch (if appropriate). 
Boarder this Option in the form of a Newspaper.
Option B – ‘How Does It Work?’
You need to choose a topic on something in relation to how it works. Which thing you choose is up to you. It may be something that is simple or complicated. Basically, anything which has technological purpose.
Below is what you have to do at a minimum:

· Heading of what you are doing the study on.
· Explanation of why you chose to do this item. Remember to say why/give reasons.
· Detailed explanation of how it works. Be specific. Try and write it in a way that no one knows how it works. You may choose to do this in a diagram explanation, showing step by step of how it works. However, if you do a flowing diagram, each part must have a mini explanation with it.

· List all purposes that the item is used for in society. You may choose to do this in picture/diagram form and/or in bullet point form. This must include the MAIN purpose it was made for (what was the main reason someone invented it?).

· Evaluate its use. Does it do what it was invented for? If so, how do you know>? If not, why?

· [image: image4.wmf]What changes do you think would make the item better? List these and say why (each change may only be 1 or 2 sentences). You may like to do illustrations for each one to show what it would be like with the changes.

· Is the item a ‘Need’ or a ‘Luxury’ and how? This will include a short section of what it would be like if it was never invented.



Option C – ‘My Choice’
Your task is to do a mini study on anything you want to. This can either be factual or imaginary. You choose.
You need to include at least the following for your topic:
· Title and Genre.
· Explanation of why you chose the topic. Remember to Justify.
· Interesting facts and information.
· Letter Search (at least 8 and at least 5 with illustrations)
· Illustrations (labelled) in relation to things to do with your topic.
· You need to write your choice in a way that is formative, well presented, interesting, and has shown that you have put some thought into it. Because this option is so wide ranging, it is up to you as to how you present it. However, keep in mind that it is expected to be completed to a level of a Year 7/8 student/ability.
· You may want to choose aspects from different options (both this and the original sheet) to include in this option.

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[image: image7.wmf]Option D – ‘Me and My Family’
This option allows you to do a study on you and your family.
You must have the following in your option:

· Write a Family Tree. If you don’t know how to do one, ask me.
· Likes and dislikes of you and your family.

· Strengths of each family member (things they are good at).

· Special things that you have done/like doing with your family.
· Your dreams and goals. These are things that you would like to do/become as you grow up. They need to be realistic.

· A fun section where you draw you and some of your family, but change body parts. E.g, draw a picture with Dad’s body and Mum’s head etc.

· Mini biographies. This is where you write as much as you can that you know about a family member. Try and do at least 2. Include yourself too.

· Illustration of the most favourite part of the home for you. Say why this is the best place for you.

· Pets section.

· [image: image8.wmf]Past towns/places that you have lived (optional).

· Write down some of the things that you do to help out the family.

· Are there any special things that make you and your family special?

· If you are allowed to, you could include a photo (optional).

· Either draw or make a print of your hand or finger print. Look closely and try to include all the fine lines too.

· Border your pages with the theme of you and your family.
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Option E – ‘I’m The Author’
Book-Comic-Cartoon
This option allows you to make up your own book, comic, or cartoon. Be creative, and try and include
colour. What you write about, or how you set it out,




is up to you.
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It must include the following:
· Main cover page and author (you).
· Each story page must have both an illustration as well as text.

· Each book must have at least 8 half pages (that’s 4 full pages in your homework book). OR you may choose to split it, and do 2 mini books which is fine, as long as the total pages are 8 half pages.

· A character section which lists the characters, their name, and a description of the characters (mini character biographies). The description may just be 1 or 2 sentences.

· Each story MUST have a story line-it must flow.
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Option F – ‘Maaoritanga’
This option allows you to do something to do with Maaoritanga. If you are using knowledge from your home area, and that home area is not the place you live in now, that’s fine.
· Choose a piece of Maaori art. Now do your own designs/pattern using some of the styles from the different Maaori art forms.

· Draw 3 columns and label them Sea, Land, Air. Now try and fit in as many words that you identify with those themes. Try and only use the ones that you have heard mentioned in relation to things Maaori. Now, can you write some of these words in Maaori? (the 2nd part is Optional).
· Explain why you think that it is important to recognise Maaori Language and Culture in New Zealand.

· List some of the areas in New Zealand that you have seen Maaori Language and/or Culture used in. They may be places, signs, your own experiences and/or newspapers etc. You may like to illustrate some of these.
· If you know any Maaori words, make a mini dictionary/pictionary based on these words.

· Using cardboard, make your own tiki and/or Maaori design.

· Border your work using a Maaori theme.
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Option X – ‘Extra Options’
· Safety signs
