	For Players:

· To be me.
For Supporters/Adults:
· To be supportive both in body language as well as verbally,
· To congratulate my child/ren and the team whether they win, loose or draw,
· To encourage my child to give their best and to be the best THEY (not me) can,
· To be aware that in order to grow mistakes need to be made, yet to positively support my child/ren/team when this happens, and to continue to move ahead and allow my child/ren/ the team to do so as well.
· To keep my thoughts to myself when I feel like saying something which will not be conducive to my child/ren/team,
· To enjoy watching my child/ren play, be part of a team, and thus to enjoy myself,
· To respect the coaches/officials decisions whether right or wrong at the time.
For Coaches/Officials:
· To tell us when we are wrong, but to do it in a supportive way,
· To give us the skills to do our best, but also to allow us to be who we are,
· To be there for us when we need you, 
· To be a supportive mentor to us,
· To show/tell us what you know in order for us to give you our best,
· To celebrate the individuality and successes of what makes us a team,
· To stand with us in both the good times and the bad,
· To allow us to be good at the game/activity, but at the same time, remember that in order to do this, we also need to enjoy the game/activity.
· To enjoy being with and listening to us as we enjoy being with, and listening to you.

How do we deal with inappropriate behaviour?


	For/of Children:
· Ignore their behaviour,
· Time Out for a certain period of time depending on the severity, but then to bring them back into the game without harsh feeling (not continuing to make them pay for a bad decision),
· To tell them to stop,
· To tell my coach/official,
· To exclude them for a game if it is serious,
· To discuss the issue as a team if this is appropriate,
· To tell them the right way to do something if they are doing it wrong, but at the same time, to do this in a supportive way,
· Not accept or give, any form of verbal/physical abuse/bullying.
Of Parents/Adults:
· To ignore them as best I can,
· Take the issue up with the coach/official, either during or after the event depending on the circumstances,
· Not accept or give, any form of verbal/physical abuse/bullying.
Of Coaches:
· To tell them if I would feel safe to do so (that they would listen to me and take heed of my concerns seriously),
· To make an official complaint if the above point is not appropriate,
· To tell my parents/teacher (if a child),
· Not accept or give, any form of verbal/physical abuse/bullying.
