Notes about the Task Cards


All images come off the Land Transport Agency NZ website (they are legal signage for New Zealand roads)


The cards can be used within a group, individually and/or as a class activity


A large part of the reporting back process is intended to be oral rather than written (although feel free to do it any way that bests suits you and your class)


Some of the signs may be quite hard for some children depending on the level of the children the cards are used with. However, I have attempted to use the most common signs which are seen both in rural and city areas.  Some of the traffic light/bus/transit ones may be a little difficult for rural students (the multi lights), as they are more so used in the major cities


No doubt the children will come up with some further ideas to use the cards, so just go with whatever works best for you all.


These cards have been written with the main focus of  a) promoting road safety, b) encouraging children to become more aware of and knowledgeable of common road safety signs within New Zealand, c) encourage open discussion between the child and people within their immediate environments (parents and children etc).
